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Fund description and summary of investment policy

The Fund invests in a focused portfolio of Frontier Market Equities. The Fund price is
reported in US dollars, but the underlying holdings are denominated in various currencies.
Returns are likely to be volatile.

Fund objective and benchmark

The Fund aims to outperform Frontier Markets over the long term without taking on greater
risk of loss. The Fund'’s benchmark is the MSCI Frontier Emerging Markets (FEM) Index. The
Fund does not seek to mirror the benchmark but instead may deviate meaningfully from this
performance benchmark in pursuit of superior returns. To the extent that its investments differ
from those in the benchmark, the Fund faces the risk of underperforming the benchmark.

There are significant risks involved in investing in Frontier Market Equities and thus there is
no assurance that the investment approach of the Fund will be successful or that the Fund
will achieve its investment objective.

How we aim to achieve the Fund'’s objective

We invest in equities that we believe offer superior fundamental value while taking into
account risk and return. We research companies and assess their intrinsic value based on
long-term fundamentals; we then invest in businesses where our assessment of intrinsic
value exceeds the share price by a margin of safety. This approach allows us to identify
shares that may be out of favour with the market because of poor near-term prospects,
but offer good value over the long term. The Fund's holdings will deviate meaningfully from
those in the index both in terms of individual holdings and sector exposure.

Capacity

The Fund currently has limited capacity. Allan Gray Bermuda Limited (the ‘Investment
Manager’) may, at its discretion, refuse a subscription or phase a subscription into the
Fund over a number of dealing days. The Investment Manager may, at its discretion, limit
redemptions to USS5m or 2.5% of the Fund (whichever is less) per dealing day.

Subscription and redemption charge

Investors may be charged 1% when subscribing for Fund shares. Investors may be charged
1% when redeeming Fund shares in the case of significant redemptions. These charges are
paid into the Fund to offset the costs associated with the transactions that are borne by the
Fund. The Investment Manager may waive these charges if transactions substantially offset
one another.

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Fair value pricing

The board of directors of the Fund (‘the board’) may fair value the Fund’s assets in
accordance with the board’s fair value pricing policies if:

* The closing market quotations or official closing prices are not readily available or do
not accurately reflect the fair value of a Fund asset

* Thevalue of a Fund asset has been materially affected by events occurring before
the Fund's pricing time but after the close of the exchange or market on which the
asset is principally traded

The board delegates the responsibility for fair value pricing decisions to a Valuation
Committee of the Investment Manager.

Meeting the Fund objective

The Fund aims to outperform Frontier Markets over the long term without taking on greater
risk of loss. The Fund may experience periods of underperformance in pursuit of this
objective. As the Fund is less than five years old it is too early to tell if it has met its objective.

Annual management fee

The management fee consists of a base fee of 0.7% and a performance component. The fee
rate is calculated weekly by comparing the Fund'’s total performance for the week, after the
base fee is deducted, to that of the benchmark.

Fee for performance equal to the Fund’'s benchmark: 0.7% p.a.

For each percentage point above or below the benchmark we add or deduct 0.2%. This
means that Allan Gray shares in approximately 20% of the performance relative to the
benchmark. The fee can decrease to a minimum of 0%. If the fee would have been negative,
the negative fee will be carried forward to reduce the next week'’s fee (and all subsequent
weeks until the underperformance is recovered).

Total expense ratio (TER) and Transaction costs

The annual management fee charged is included in the TER. The TER is a measure of the
actual expenses incurred by the Fund over a one and three-year period (annualised). Since
Fund returns are quoted after deduction of these expenses, the TER should not be deducted
from the published returns (refer to page 4 for further information). Transaction costs are
disclosed separately. The TER and Transaction costs cannot be determined accurately
because of the short life span of the class. Calculations are based on actual data where
possible and best estimates where actual data is not available.

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During the second quarter of 2021, many of the businesses in our Fund, and in
the broader frontier universe, continued to report sequentially better operating
results, continuing the recovery from the pandemic low of 2020. This is reflected
in the 7.2% US dollar return for the index and 7.1% US dollar return for our Fund
during the quarter.

Material changes during the quarter included additions to consumer stocks in
the Philippines and Bangladesh, Georgian banks, and Eastern Tobacco. These
additions were partly funded by selling some of our holdings in Kenyan banks.

One of the Filipino stocks that we added to is Ginebra San Miguel (GSMI). GSMI
owns the world’s best-selling gin brand by volume. It trades on 8.7 times trailing
earnings despite having good growth prospects and net cash on its balance sheet.
We have also been adding to several Filipino conglomerates that own businesses
with good competitive positions and long runways for growth. Furthermore,
management owns material stakes in these businesses and the shares are trading
significantly below our fair value estimates. One such company is Alliance Global,
which has interests in property development, consumer goods and gaming. The
chairman owns 47.5% of the shares in issue and the business trades at a discount
of more than 30% compared to our intrinsic value estimate.

Our largest holding in Bangladesh is Square Pharmaceuticals, which manufactures
and distributes a wide range of pharmaceuticals and has been the domestic
market leader since 1985. It is a well-run company and management owns over
35% of the shares in issue. Square Pharmaceuticals trades on 13.2 times trailing
earnings despite its strong balance sheet, consistent earnings per share growth
and good growth prospects — an attractive price.
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We added to Eastern Tobacco on price weakness following the Egyptian
government’s announcement of its intention to tender a second manufacturing
licence. The decline in the share price was overdone given that Eastern Tobacco
would be a 24% shareholder in the new entity and the licence terms are not that
bearish for Eastern Tobacco. It is an attractive investment opportunity trading
on 6.1 times trailing earnings.

The Fund is materially overweight Nigerian stocks. Despite the recent rally,
the Nigerian All Share Index is still trading at 2001 levels when measured in
US dollars. While these stocks are attractively priced, we are actively reducing
the weighting to Nigerian stocks. This is being hampered by difficulties in
repatriating funds from Nigeria. We are monitoring the situation closely.

The Fund's holdings have good growth prospects, high profitability, and
attractive valuations, represented by the weighted average five-year return

on equity of 29% and trailing price-to-earnings ratio of 9.3 times. We are
considering the possible impact of a third wave of COVID-19 infections on the
portfolio. We will take advantage of any price volatility that may emerge to add
to our current holdings in businesses with robust balance sheets and strong
competitive positions, which are expected to be less fragile to potential further
lockdown restrictions. We also continue to search for new opportunities that
meet these standards and that offer better value than our current holdings.

Frontier markets. Beyond Frontier markets are markets not included in developed, emerging or frontier
indices. Frontier Market Equities means equity in companies domiciled, geographically located or with
significant business interests in Frontier Markets, regardless of the location of the stock exchange listing.

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Total expense ratio (TER) and transaction costs

The total expense ratio (TER) is the annualised percentage of the Fund's average assets under
management that has been used to pay the Fund'’s actual expenses over the past one- and three-year
periods. The TER includes the annual management fees that have been charged (both the fee at benchmark
and any performance component charged) and other expenses like audit fees. Transaction costs (including
brokerage, securities transfer tax and investor protection levies where applicable) are shown separately.

The
cap will be automatically extended for further successive one-year periods unless the Investment Manager
notifies the Fund that the cap will not continue at least three months prior to the expiry of the term, as
extended. The Investment Manager will meet expenses incurred in excess of such cap and will not seek
reimbursement from the Fund. The operating expenses that are capped are all expenses excluding the fees
of the Investment Manager, the cost of buying and selling assets and custody fees.
